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I. statement

1. The captioned petition was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) by Yellow Cab Company of Colorado Springs (Yellow Cab) on March 6, 2006.  It seeks a waiver of Part 391.41(b)(10) of the Commission’s Rules Regulating Safety for Motor Vehicle Carriers, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-15, on behalf of Yellow Cab driver Walter J. Pasco, Jr.  The petition was accompanied by a request that any hearing held in this matter be conducted via telephone.

2. On March 7, 2006, the Commission issued an order setting this matter for hearing on March 22, 2006, in Denver, Colorado, commencing at 1:00 p.m.  Subsequently, the undersigned administrative law judge (ALJ) was assigned to this matter.

3. Yellow Cab’s request for a telephone hearing will be granted.  The witnesses who are likely to testify at the hearing, Yellow Cab’s representative and Mr. Pasco, are located in Colorado Springs, Colorado.  It would be inconvenient to require them to personally appear in Denver, Colorado, when the issues to be dealt with at the hearing can be readily resolved via a telephone hearing.  Since there are no other parties to this proceeding, no one will be prejudiced by conducting the hearing by telephone.

4. The time currently set for commencement of the hearing conflicts with the ALJ’s schedule.  Therefore, the time for commencing the hearing will be changed from 1:00 p.m. to 10:00 a.m.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Yellow Cab of Colorado Springs to conduct the hearing in the referenced matter via telephone is granted.

2. A telephone hearing will be held in this matter on March 22, 2006, commencing at 10:00 a.m.  The undersigned administrative law judge will commence the hearing at that time by initiating a telephone call to (719) 550-9300.
