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I. statement

1. The Commission commenced this proceeding by issuing its Order to Show Cause and Notice of Hearing.  See Decision No. C06-0084 (Mailed Date of February 1, 2006).  The Commission ordered intrastate telecommunications providers listed on Attachment A to its order to provide a verified accounting of their retail revenues to the Administrator of the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism (CHCSM) via the form known as the CHCSM Worksheet or Declaration of De Minimis Form.  Id., and See generally, §§ 40-15-208 and 40-15-502(5), C.R.S. (1999); 4 Code of Colorado Regulations  723-41-7.2.

2. The Commission scheduled a hearing for March 20, 2006 before an administrative law judge (ALJ).

3. The undersigned ALJ called the matter for hearing at the assigned time and place.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) appeared through counsel.  None of the telecommunications carriers listed on Appendix A of Decision No. C06-0084 appeared at the hearing.  

4. As a preliminary matter, the ALJ reviewed the ordered procedures governing this docket, as proscribed by the Commission in Decision No. C06-0084.  Specifically, Staff was required to file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits that it plans to present at hearing.  See Ordering paragraph 5, Decision No. C06-0084.  It was noted that the Commission ordered that no witness shall be permitted to testify nor shall any document be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as provided in the Order.  See Ordering paragraph 7, Decision No. C06-0084.  Further, no motion for continuance shall be granted if filed within 20 days before the first day of the hearing, except for good cause shown.  See Ordering paragraph 8, Decision No. C06-0084.

5. Counsel acknowledged the failure to comply, requested a continuance to cure the procedural failure and to comply with the Commission’s order, and argued in support that good cause exists for the continuance based upon the press of other dockets.

6. Considering the unopposed request, the lack of prejudice to all parties, the availability of Staff’s Counsel, and the efficiency of administration, the ALJ granted the request for continuance.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The unopposed request of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) for a continuance of the hearing in this matter is granted.

3. If the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism form is received in the name, address, and form required by the Commission prior to the hearing date, the Commission may dismiss that service provider from the proceeding.

4. On or before March 22, 2006, Staff shall file: (1) two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (2) two copies of each of the exhibits that it plans to present at the hearing.
  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to the proceeding.

5. On or before April 3, 2006, Cypress Communications Operating Company, Inc., Futurum Communications Corporation, Kouso Communications, LLC, and NTERA, Inc. shall file: (1) two copies of a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses; and (2) two copies of each of the exhibits, which it plans to present at the hearing.  Copies of the witness list and exhibits shall be served upon all parties to the proceeding.

6. No witness shall be permitted to testify nor shall any document be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless filed and served as provided in this Order.

7. If Staff or respondent fails to meet the above requirements, this proceeding or any defense may be dismissed upon motion filed by any other party, unless good cause for non-filing is shown.  No motion for continuance shall be granted if filed within ten days before the first day of the hearing, except for good cause shown.

8. No exception to the procedure in the Order shall be made except upon timely motion showing good cause.

9. The parties shall follow the procedures and shall make the filings set forth above.  

10. This Order is effective immediately.
