I. statement

1. By its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing, dated February 3, 2006, the Commission set a hearing in this matter before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) to commence on April 3, 2006.

2. On February 13, 2006, Qwest Corporation, (Qwest) timely filed its Motion to Dismiss Complaint, Motion to Dismiss Qwest Communications International, Inc., as a Party, and Motion for Administrative Notice.

3. On February 27, 2006, the Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority filed its Response to Motion to Dismiss Complaint; Response to Motion to Dismiss Qwest Communications International Inc. as a Party; and Response to Motion for Administrative Notice.

4. By Decision No. R06-0252-I, dated March 17, 2006, the ALJ denied Qwest’s motion to dismiss, in part.  Accordingly, Qwest must satisfy or answer the complaint on or before March 27, 2006.  Rule 61(d)(2) of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.
5. On March 21, 2006, counsel for both parties informally contacted the ALJ via telephone conference call.  Noting the proximity of Qwest’s answer deadline to the scheduled hearing date, and further considering needs for discovery, the parties jointly requested that the hearing in this matter be rescheduled.

6. The request being joint and unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

7. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, it will be granted.

8. The parties conferred regarding scheduling availability and proposed that the hearing be rescheduled to May 23, 2006.  The proposed date is acceptable to the ALJ and will be incorporated in the order below. 

9. All procedural deadlines based upon the hearing date in this matter shall be calculated from the rescheduled hearing date.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority’s and Qwest Corporation’s joint request to vacate and reschedule the hearing in this matter is waived.

2. Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority’s and Qwest Corporation’s joint request to vacate and reschedule the hearing in this matter is granted.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for April 3, 2006 at 10:00 a.m. is vacated.
