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I. statement

1. On September 22, 2005, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (MCImetro or Company), filed original Advice Letter No. 05-17.  The Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by MCImetro on October 18, 2005 and set this matter for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Decision No. C05-1293 (see also Decision No. C05-1293-E) at ¶4.

2. On November 28, 2006, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed its intervention of right and request for hearing.

3. By Decision No. R05-1481-I, Qwest Corporation was granted an intervention.

4. By Decision No. R06-0115-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter.  At the assigned time and place, the ALJ conducted the prehearing conference.  All parties participated in the conference and appeared through counsel. 

5. During the hearing, the parties jointly proposed a new procedural schedule for this proceeding.  MCImetro agreed to further amend the effective date of the tariffs to accommodate the proposed schedule.  In order to avoid further procedural modifications, the Company should file that amendment within ten days of the effective date of this order.  

6. Based upon MCImetro’s scheduling accommodation, the proposed schedule is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted below.  In addition, the parties requested that other agreed upon matters be incorporated in the order governing procedure in this docket.
