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I. statement

1. On March 10, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a Second Motion for Extension of Time to File a Motion to Dismiss the Complaint.  Qwest requests a six-week extension from March 10, 2006, the date the current Motion to Dismiss is due.

2. Qwest states in its motion that the parties appear to have settled the case.  Qwest seeks the extension of time in order for a credit the parties have settled upon to appear on Complainant San Isabel Telecom, Inc.’s bill.  Qwest states that once the credit appears on Complainant’s bill, it intends to file a pleading informing the Commission that the complaint has been satisfied, and that the complaint should be dismissed.

3. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Qwest for an extension of time will be granted.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The second motion of Qwest Corporation for extension of time to file motion to dismiss is granted.

2. The extension is granted up to and including May 1, 2006.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
