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I. statement  
1. By Decision No. C06-0161, the Commission opened this docket for the purpose of providing insight into the development of a list of non-impaired wire centers in Qwest Corporation’s (Qwest) serving territory and the underlying data used to develop and update that list.  The Commission also assigned a new docket number to this matter.  The Commission did not designate the parties in this proceeding and did not establish an intervention period.  

2. Information derived from this docket is anticipated to be used to address issues arising from the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) Triennial Review Remand Order
 and the impairment analysis used to determine in which of Qwest’s wire centers competitive local exchange carriers will continue to be able to purchase high capacity unbundled loops and in which they will not.

3. It is necessary to establish an intervention period in this matter.  The Administrative Law Judge will establish a two-week intervention period, which will expire close of business on April 10, 2006.  Any person desiring to intervene must do so within this period.  

4. In addition, it is necessary to schedule a hearing, establish a procedural schedule in this matter, and address any other matters raised by the parties.  To do so, a prehearing conference will be held on April 11, 2006.  

5. All interested parties are advised that, on April 1, 2006, new rules of Commission Practice and Procedure will become effective and will govern this proceeding as of that date.
  Thus, the prehearing conference will be conducted pursuant to Rule 1409.

6. The Commission will provide notice of this proceeding and inform interested persons as to the deadline to intervene by including all active competitive local exchange providers and the Commission’s mail list for telecommunications interested parties in the certificate of service for this Order.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. A person who seeks to intervene in this proceeding shall file an intervention on or before close of business on April 10, 2006.
