I. statement

1. On September 22, 2005, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc. (MCImetro), filed Advice Letter No. 05-17.  By subsequent amendment, MCImetro has extended the effective date until March 1, 2006.

2. By Decision No. C05-1293, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by MCImetro and referred the matter to an administrative law judge.

3. After establishing and subsequently modifying the procedural schedule, the current procedural schedule was adopted by Decision No. R06-0270-I.

4. On April 7, 2006, MCImetro filed its Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Motion to Waive Response Time.  MCImetro reports continuing settlement negotiations among all parties to the docket and that Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) notified MCImetro and Qwest Corporation discovery must be conducted before negotiations can proceed further.  MCImetro further reports that Staff, based upon responses to contemplated discovery, is anticipated to continue settlement negotiations.

5. MCImetro requests that the procedural schedule be vacated and that the parties be allowed an additional 60 days to focus efforts upon addressing Staff’s discovery and continuing settlement efforts.  It is further requested that a prehearing conference be set in June 2006, as it is contemplated that the parties will have completed or exhausted settlement negotiations within such time.  

6. In order to avoid prejudice to the Commission or other parties, MCImetro agrees to further extend the effective date of the tariff filing to May 1, 2006.  To avoid further procedural modifications, the amendment should be filed within 14 days of the effective date of this order.

7. MCImetro is authorized to represent that Qwest Corporation and the Staff have no objection to the Commission granting the requested relief.

8. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

9. Good cause having been shown in support of the unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Motion to Waive Response Time, it will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc.’s Unopposed Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule and Motion to Waive Response Time is waived.  

2. The hearing scheduled to commence in this matter on July 13, 2006 is vacated.

3. The procedural schedule in Paragraph II.A.1. of Decision No. R06-0270-I is vacated.
