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IN THE MATTER OF THE APPLICATION FOR AN ORDER OF THE COMMISSION AUTHORIZING:  (1) THE PURCHASE BY CASINO TRANSPORTATION, INC., THE RECORD OWNER OF CERTIFICATES OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY PUC NOS. 48419 AND 52393, OF ALL THE ISSUED AND OUTSTANDING SHARES OF STOCK OF FOUR WINDS, INC., DOING BUSINESS AS PEOPLE'S CHOICE TRANSPORTATION, INC., THE RECORD OWNER OF CONTRACT CARRIER PERMIT NO. A-9792 AND CERTIFICATES OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY PUC NOS. 14641 AND 48716; (2) THE SIMULTANEOUS 5-YEAR LEASE BY CASINO TRANSPORTATION, INC. OF THE CONTRACT CARRIER PERMIT AND CERTIFICATES OF PUBLIC CONVENIENCE AND NECESSITY OF FOUR WINDS, INC., DOING BUSINESS AS PEOPLE'S CHOICE TRANSPORTATION, INC.; (3) THE ACQUISITION OF CONTROL OF BOTH CASINO TRANSPORTATION, INC. AND FOUR WINDS, INC., DOING BUSINESS AS PEOPLE'S CHOICE TRANSPORTATION, INC., BY CRAIG CALDWELL, GREG WATERMAN, AND ROBERT WATERMAN; AND (4) THE LIMITED ACQUISITION OF CONTROL OF BOTH CASINO TRANSPORTATION, INC. AND FOUR WINDS, INC., DOING BUSINESS AS PEOPLE'S CHOICE TRANSPORTATION, INC., BY JOANNE LAH.  
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1. Replace paragraph 13 on page 4 with the following:
Applicant Joanne Lah is an individual and sole officer and director of People's Choice.  People's Choice owns and operates CPCN PUC No. 14641 and No. 48716 and Permit No. A-9792.
  Each of these authorities was issued by the Commission and is the subject of the lease agreement at issue in this proceeding.    

2. Ordering paragraphs 5 through 11 on pages 7 and 8 make references to a company called “Colorado Transportation, Inc.”  That name is incorrect.  The correct name is “Casino Transportation, Inc.”  Those paragraphs shall be amended to read as follows:

 
5.
The right of Casino Transportation, Inc., to operate under this Order shall depend upon its compliance with all present and future laws, regulations, and orders of the Commission, if any, covering operations under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity No. 14641 and No. 48716 and operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. A-9792.  

 
6.
Casino Transportation, Inc., shall cause to be filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission either certificates of insurance or surety bond coverage as required by Commission rules.  

 
7.
Casino Transportation, Inc., shall adopt the tariffs and time schedule(s) currently on file with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission in connection with operations under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 14641 and No. 48716 and in connection with operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. A-9792.  The adopted tariffs and time schedule(s) shall become those of Casino Transportation, Inc., until changed in accordance with the law.  

 
8.
Casino Transportation, Inc., shall pay all applicable issuance fees and shall pay the applicable annual vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission.  

 
9.
Casino Transportation, Inc., and Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc., shall file with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission an acceptance of lease executed by both parties.  

 
10.
Casino Transportation, Inc., shall not, begin operations under authority of this Order until it:  (a) has met the requirements set out in Ordering Paragraphs No. 6 through and including No. 9, above; and (b) has received written notice from the Colorado Public Utilities Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.  

 
11.
If Casino Transportation, Inc., and Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People's Choice Transportation, Inc., do not comply with the requirements of Ordering Paragraphs No. 6 through and including No. 9, above, within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then Ordering Paragraphs No. 1 and No. 2, above, shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance provided the request for additional time is filed within 60 days of the effective date of this Order.
