I. STATEMENT

1. By Decision No. R06-0325-I, a hearing was set to consider the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed February 27, 2006, by the Town of Erie, Colorado (Erie); the Union Pacific Railroad Company (Union Pacific); the Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT); and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).

2. The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) identified issues to be addressed during the hearing and invited the parties to file responses to the questions/issues in advance of the scheduled hearing date.  If the parties chose to do so, the ALJ stated that the need to conduct the hearing would be reconsidered.

4. On April 13, 2006, Erie filed the Supplement to Response to Questions/Issues Posed by Interim Order of Administrative Law Judge G. Harris Adams, Decision No. R06-0325-I, Mail Date April 5, 2006.  In the supplement, Counsel for Erie clarifies and represents that the responses were filed on behalf of all parties to the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement, namely Erie, Union Pacific, CDOT, and Staff.

5. In light of joint responses submitted by all parties, the ALJ will vacate the hearing set to commence on April 18, 2006 at 1:30 p.m.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing scheduled for April 18, 2006, to consider the Stipulation and Settlement Agreement filed February 27, 2006, by the Town of Erie, Colorado; the Union Pacific Railroad Company; the Colorado Department of Transportation; and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission is vacated.
