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I. statement

1. On April 18, 2006, Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Dallas Creek), filed Applicant’s Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing and Procedural Schedule and Request for Forthwith Determination.

2. Dallas Creek stated that it reached a settlement in principle with Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), but the parties had not yet reduced the settlement to formal writing.  The parties anticipated filing a written settlement for the Commission’s consideration no later than May 5, 2006.

3. By Decision No. R06-0092-I, Dallas Creek’s motion to vacate the hearing scheduled in this docket was denied.  The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) expressed concern about vacating the hearing date, considering the Commission’s limited suspension powers.  The ALJ invited Dallas Creek to amend the effective date of the proposed tariff.  Then, the ALJ would reconsider denial of the motion to vacate the hearing date.

4. On April 21, 2006, Dallas Creek filed its Second Amendment to Advice Letter No. 1.  The sole purpose of the amendment is to change the requested effective date of the tariff to March 10, 2006.

5. On April 21, 2006, Dallas Creek also filed Applicant’s Unopposed Motion to Reconsider Motion to Vacate Hearing and Request for Forthwith Determination.  Dallas Creek, having modified the effective date of the tariff, requests reconsideration of the Motion to Vacate the Hearing scheduled for April 25 and 26, 2006.

6. Counsel for Dallas Creek states Staff objects neither to the Motion nor the relief requested.

7. The Motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

8. By amending the effective date of the proposed tariff, Dallas Creek negates the concerns previously expressed about vacating the scheduled hearing date.  The hearing date will now be vacated to allow the parties time to reduce the terms of settlement to writing.

9. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request to vacate the hearing scheduled for April 25 and 26, 2006, the hearing will be vacated as ordered below.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to Applicant’s Unopposed Motion to Reconsider Motion to Vacate Hearing and Request for Forthwith Determination is waived.

2. The Applicant’s Unopposed Motion to Reconsider Motion to Vacate Hearing and Request for Forthwith Determination is granted.

3. The hearing schedule in this docket for April 25 and 26, 2006 is vacated. 

4. This Order is effective immediately.
