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I. statement
1. On March 17, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest or Petitioner) filed a Petition Pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §§ 252(a) and (b) and Application for Approval of Agreement [Petition] and Motion for Waivers and Variances [Motion].
  As filed, Qwest seeks an interconnection agreement (ICA) with Beep West, Inc.  The filing commenced this case.  

2. By Decision No. C06-0316, the Commission granted the Motion for waiver of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-46-3.2.2; referred the remainder of the Motion for determination by an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ); and referred this matter to an ALJ for hearing.  The Commission will issue an initial decision in this proceeding.  

3. On March 20, 2006, Petitioner filed a Motion to Substitute Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, as the Real Party in Interest in this Proceeding (Motion).  Time to respond to the Motion has expired.  Review of the Commission's file in this proceeding reveals that no response to the Motion was filed.  

4. At the prehearing conference held in this docket on April 24, 2006, Qwest represented that it has signed an ICA with Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, and has submitted that ICA to the Commission for its approval.  From this information it appears that Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, is the real party in interest in this proceeding and that Beep West, Inc. (the party originally named as the respondent) is not a party in interest.  

5. The Motion, together with the information provided at the prehearing conference, states good cause.  As no response to the Motion was filed, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted.  Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, will be substituted as the real party in interest in this proceeding and is the respondent in this case.  

6. Granting the Motion means that Beep West, Inc., no longer will be the respondent in this proceeding.  Beep West, Inc., will be excused from this proceeding.  

7. To reflect the change in respondents, the caption of this docket will be ordered changed to the caption which appears on this Order.  

8. The Commission and the parties will be ordered to remove Beep West, Inc. from their certificates of service and to place Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, on their certificates of service.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Substitute Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, as the Real Party in Interest in this Proceeding is granted.  

2. Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, is substituted for Beep West, Inc., as the respondent in this proceeding.  

3. Beep West, Inc., is no longer the respondent in, and is excused from, this matter.  

4. The caption of this proceeding shall be the caption which appears on this Order.  

5. Beep West, Inc. shall be removed from the certificates of service of the Commission and of the parties.  

6. Cottonwood Holdings Corporation, doing business as Beep West Radio Paging, shall be placed on the certificates of service of the Commission and of the parties.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
