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I. statement 

1. On February 2, 2006, the Commission mailed Decision No. C06-0083 in this proceeding.  In that decision the Commission specified the annual report forms which “each utility holding a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide electric, gas, steam, or water services in accordance with Title 40 of the Colorado Revised Statutes during calendar year 2005" shall use and require each such utility to file an Annual Report for calendar year 2005 (2005 Annual Report).  Id. at ¶ 4 and Appendix A.  The Commission stated that the 2005 Annual Reports are to be filed no later than May 1, 2006, and that a filing utility may request an enlargement of time.  Id. at ¶¶ 4-6.  

2. The Commission also specified the one filing requirement which cannot be waived or extended:  A motion for extension of time to file a 2005 Annual Report “shall not include a request for extension of time to file Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 6 (emphasis supplied).  The reference to Form DR 525 is a reference to “the report of gross regulated intrastate operating revenues required by the Colorado Department of Revenue, Form DR 525.”  Id. at ¶ 3.
  Thus, the time for filing the required Form DR 525 cannot be extended.  

3. On April 21, 2006, Kinder Morgan, Inc. (KMI), and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (RMNG) filed a Joint Motion Requesting an Extension of Time to File Their Annual Reports Required by Rule 4 CCR 723-1-25 (Joint Motion).  In that filing KMI and RMNG seek an extension of time, to and including May 31, 2006, within which to file their 2005 Annual Reports.  The Joint Motion states good cause, and granting the Joint Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Joint Motion will be granted.  

4. The grant of this extension of time will be predicated on KMI's and RMNG's timely filing the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  If KMI fails to make this filing as required, the grant of an extension of time to file the 2005 Annual Report with the Commission will be null and void as to it.  If RMNG fails to make this filing as required, the grant of an extension of time to file the 2005 Annual Report with the Commission will be null and void as to it.  

5. No party will be prejudiced by waiving the response time to the request.  The time to respond to the Joint Motion will be waived.  

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion Requesting an Extension of Time to File Their Annual Reports Required by Rule 4 CCR 723-1-25 filed by Kinder Morgan, Inc. (KMI), and Rocky Mountain Natural Gas Company (RMNG) is granted.  

2. The time within which KMI must file its 2005 Annual Report with the Commission is extended to and including May 31, 2006.  

3. KMI shall timely file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  

4. If KMI fails timely to file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue, the extension of time granted to KMI is null and void.  

5. The time within which RMNG must file its 2005 Annual Report with the Commission is extended to and including May 31, 2006.  

6. RMNG shall timely file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue.  

7. If RMNG fails timely to file the required Form DR 525 with the Colorado Department of Revenue, the extension of time granted to RMNG is null and void.  

8. Response time to the Joint Motion Requesting an Extension of Time to File Their Annual Reports Required by Rule 4 CCR 723-1-25 filed by KMI and RMNG is waived.  

9. This Order is effective immediately.  
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�  Cooperative electric associations subject to Article 9.5 of Title 40 appear not to be subject to this requirement.  Id. at ¶ 3.  
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
