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I.  STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the complaint by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (McLeodUSA) against Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed on March 15, 2006.  

2. The Commission’s Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing set a hearing in this matter to commence on May 15, 2006.

3. On April 21, 2006, McLeodUSA filed its Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Requirement to File Complainant’s Witness and Exhibit List under Commission’s Default Deadlines.  McLeodUSA states that the parties are discussing an alternative procedural schedule for this case and are likely to submit a proposed modification within the next several days.  Based thereupon, McLeodUSA requests the Commission waive Complainant’s deadline to submit its witness and exhibit list established under the Commission’s default procedures, as set forth in prior orders.

4. Counsel for McLeodUSA conferred with Counsel for Qwest and indicates that the motion is unopposed.  Since McLeodUSA and Qwest are the only parties to the docket, the motion is unopposed.  Therefore, it is appropriate that response time be waived. 

5. Good cause having been stated for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Requirement to File Complainant’s Witness and Exhibit List under Commission’s Default Deadlines is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion for Waiver of Requirement to File Complainant’s Witness and Exhibit List under Commission’s Default Deadlines is granted.
