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I.  STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the complaint by Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority (Complainant) against Qwest Communications International, Inc. (QCII), and Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed on January 26, 2006.  

2. On April 20, 2006, Staff’s Motion for Late Intervention and Shortened Response Time was filed by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff).  Staff requested shortened response time to Staff’s Motion for Late Intervention (Motion) so that it may appropriately prepare for hearing scheduled in May 2006 if intervention is granted.

3. By Decision No. R06-0436-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) granted Staff’s request for shortened notice and established April 27, 2006 as the filing deadline for responses to the Motion.

4. On April 27, 2006, Complainant filed a response in support of Staff’s intervention and requested that the Motion be granted.

5. No response in opposition to the Motion to Intervene was filed.  

6. The undersigned ALJ finds that the Unopposed Motion to Intervene states good cause.  Granting the Motion will allow Staff to assist in developing the record in this proceeding and will not materially broaden the issues to be considered.  Staff’s intervention will not disrupt any previously established procedural schedule.  As a result, no party will be prejudiced by such participation.  The Motion for Late Intervention establishes good cause for Staff’s tardy intervention.

7. The Motion will be granted with the proviso that Staff takes this docket as it finds it and is bound by the decisions previously entered in this docket.  Parties are directed to add counsel for Staff to their service lists.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Staff’s Motion for Late Intervention filed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff), is granted.  Staff shall take the docket as it finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with Staff’s Notice of Intervention filed April 11, 2006.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
