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I. statement  
1. On April 21, 2006, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC (MCI) filed its Motion for Protective Order (Motion).  The Motion states that Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) seeks discovery in this docket that may result in disclosure of Customer Proprietary Network Information (CPNI).  In light of the highly confidential nature of CPNI, MCI requests that the Commission issue a protective order limiting access and use of such information.

2. No response was filed in opposition to the Motion.  The Motion is unopposed and is deemed confessed.

3. The Administrative Law Judge recognizes the highly confidential nature of CPNI and finds it appropriate to Order extraordinary protections therefor.  

4. Good cause having been stated for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.  

5. MCI shall respond to Staff’s requests that may lead to the disclosure of CPNI under the "Highly Confidential" designation and subject to the protective provisions of this order.

6. The Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, shall apply to this proceeding as modified by Attachment A.  Entry of this protective order does not affect any parties’ ability to assert proper evidentiary or discovery objections.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. MCImetro Access Transmission Services, LLC’s (MCI) Motion for Protective Order filed on April 21, 2006, is granted.

2. MCI shall respond to Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission’s requests that may lead to the disclosure of Customer Proprietary Network Information under the "Highly Confidential" designation and subject to the protective provisions of this Order.

3. The Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, effective as of April 1, 2006, shall apply to this proceeding as modified by Attachment A.
