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I. statement

1. On April 19, 2006, Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. (Vail Valley), filed a Motion to Vacate the Present Hearing of May 9, 2006 and Reset the Hearing Date (Motion).

2. Vail Valley stated that counsel for Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., will not be available at the time of the scheduled hearing due to a previously-scheduled hearing in Denver District Court, Case No. 98DR205.

3. No response was filed in opposition to the Motion.  The Motion is unopposed and is deemed confessed.  See Rule 1400, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.

4. Good cause having been stated for the unopposed motion, it will be granted.  

5. As the parties necessitating that the hearing be rescheduled, Vail Valley will be ordered to confer with all parties and the undersigned Administrative Law Judge as to scheduling availability for a new hearing date.  Vail Valley shall file a consensus hearing schedule.  If Vail Valley is not able to propose a consensus hearing date, Vail Valley shall file the schedule availability of all parties between June 5 and 16, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc.’s (Vail Valley) Motion to Vacate the Present Hearing of May 9, 2006 and Reset the Hearing Date is granted.

2. The hearing schedule in this docket for May 9, 2006 is vacated. 

3. On or before May 19, 2006, Vail Valley shall file a proposed hearing date acceptable to all parties.
  If the parties are not able to agree to a new hearing date, Vail Valley shall file (on or before the same date) the schedule availability of all parties between June 5 and 16, 2006.
