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I. statement  
1. On January 10, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), filed an Application in which it requested the Commission to issue an order approving the Energy Exchange Agreement between Public Service and PacifiCorp and declaring the agreement to be exempt from competitive acquisition under the Commission's Least Cost Planning Rules.  Public Service also requests other findings and authorizations as set out in the Application.  With the Application, Public Service filed the direct testimony and exhibits of Ms. Karen T. Hyde and of Mr. Craig L. Berg.  The filing commenced this proceeding.  

2. On January 13, 2006, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  The following intervened:  Holy Cross Energy; LS Power Associates, L.P.; Staff of the Commission; Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; PacifiCorp; and Climax Molybdenum Company, and CF&I Steel, LP, doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills.
  

3. On March 1, 2006, Public Service filed a Motion to Consolidate.  By Decision No. C06-0235, the Commission denied that motion.  

4. The Commission has assigned this case to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for disposition.  

5. As provided in Decision No. C06-0574, the procedural schedule, hearing dates, discovery procedures, and other procedures specified in Decision No. C06-0235 apply.  The ALJ will order additional service and procedural requirements.  

6. The filing party will be ordered to provide to the ALJ, at the time corrections to testimony and exhibits are filed, a copy of the corrected testimony and exhibits.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

7. The filing party will be ordered to provide to the ALJ, at the time a stipulation is filed, a copy of the stipulation.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

8. The filing party will be ordered to provide to the ALJ, at the time a motion is filed, a copy of the motion.  The filing party will be ordered to provide to the ALJ, at the time a response to a motion is filed, a copy of the response.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

9. The parties will be ordered to provide to the ALJ a copy of confidential material and of highly confidential material filed in this proceeding.
  The filing party will be ordered to provide, at the time the confidential material or highly confidential material is filed with the Commission, a copy of the material to the ALJ.  Meeting this requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with Commission rules.  

10. The parties and their witnesses will be ordered to provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

11. Public Service has requested a decision in this matter no later than November 1, 2006.  Decision No. C06-0235 at ¶ 5.  The procedural schedule and hearing dates will accommodate that request.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The filing party shall provide to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), at the time corrections to testimony and exhibits are filed, a copy of the corrected testimony and exhibits.  This requirement does not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

2. The filing party shall provide to the ALJ, at the time a stipulation is filed, a copy of the stipulation.  This requirement does not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with Commission rules.  

3. The filing party shall provide to the ALJ, at the time confidential material or highly confidential material is filed in this proceeding, a copy of the confidential material or highly confidential material filed.  Meeting this requirement does not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with Commission rules.  

4. The filing party shall provide to the ALJ, at the time a motion is filed, a copy of the motion.  The filing party shall provide to the ALJ, at the time a response to a motion is filed, a copy of the response.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies which must be filed in accordance with the Commission’s rules.  

5. The parties and their witnesses shall provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

6. The parties shall make the filings, and shall follow the procedures, established in Decision No. C06-0235, Decision No. C06-0574, and in this Order.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
