I.  STATEMENT
1. On May 8, 2006, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed its Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule and for Shortening Response Time.  By its Motion, Qwest represents that Qwest and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission have been discussing proposed changes to Qwest’s tariff for 9-1-1 services.  The effect of the subject negotiations may render the Complaint moot.  Qwest seeks an order suspending the procedural schedule and all discovery in this docket until September 2006 because of these negotiations.

2. By Decision No. R06-0534-I, the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) shortened response time to Qwest’s motion.  Any party desiring to file any response to Qwest’s Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule was required to do so on or before May 15, 2006.

3. On May 10, 2006, Boulder Regional Emergency Telephone Service Authority (BRETSA) responded to Qwest’s motion.  After acknowledging that BRETSA has not been granted intervention, it argues that it should be heard because Qwest offers the filing of the Motions as grounds to oppose its intervention.

4. Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Colorado Code of Regulations (CCR) 723-1 sets out motions practice before the Commission and refers to “responding parties” filing responses to motions.  BRETSA is not yet a party to the docket.  Rule 1200(a), 4 CCR 723-1.  BRETSA has failed to demonstrate any legal basis for standing to respond to the merits of the Motion.  Accordingly, its response will not be considered.  To the extent that BRETSA wishes to argue its request for intervention, it may be able to do so elsewhere.  

5. On May 16, 2006, Adams County E-911 Emergency Telephone Service Authority (Adams County) filed its Response to the Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule.  After noting there are no assurances that success will result from Qwest’s negotiations, Adams County states that it has no objection to continuing the hearing beyond September 1, 2006, so long as pending discovery responses are provided.

6. The ALJ will consider the untimely response of Adams County without further motion in light of the fact that the response does not oppose the requested relief.

7. No further responses were filed.

8. Good cause having been shown for suspension of the procedural schedule and discovery, the procedural schedule will be vacated, the scheduled hearing will be vacated, and a prehearing conference will be scheduled.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Qwest Corporation’s (Qwest) Motion to Suspend Procedural Schedule is granted.

2. The hearing currently scheduled for May 23, 2006 at 9:00 a.m. is vacated.

3. The procedural schedule governing this docket is vacated.

4. No further discovery requests shall be served before September 12, 2006.

5. A prehearing conference in this docket is scheduled as follows:
