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scheduling prehearing conference
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I. statement

1. The above-captioned application was filed with the Commission on February 21, 2006 by Jillian Hollen & Peter Griff, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation (Fresh Tracks).  The Notice of Applications Filed was issued to the public by the Commission on March 6, 2006.  That notice read as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing an extension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55753 to include the transportation of 

passengers and their baggage: 

(I)
In scheduled service, 

(1)
between all points in Breckenridge, Colorado, and Golden Peaks skier drop off area in Vail, Colorado, on the one hand, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, on the other hand; 

(II)
In taxi service, 

(1)
between all points in the Counties of Chaffee, Clear Creek, Eagle, Elbert, Gilpin, Grand, Gunnison, Jackson, Larimer, Park, Pitkin, Routt, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado. 

2. Several interventions as of right were timely filed:  Vail Valley Transportation, Inc., March 8, 2006; Vail Valley Taxi, Inc., March 8, 2006; Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc., March 8, 2006; High Mountain Taxi, Inc., doing business as High Mountain Taxi, March 20, 2006; Home James Transportation Services, Ltd., March 24, 2006; Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., March 24, 2006; AEX, Inc., doing business as Alpine Express, March 24, 2006; and Rainbows, Inc. doing business as 453-TAXI, April 5, 2006.

3. On May 18, 2006, the Motion of AEX, Inc., d/b/a Alpine Express, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. (collectively Movants) to Set a Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time was filed.

4. Movants direct attention to correspondence of Fresh Tracks proposing restrictive amendments to Part II of this application.  Having attention drawn to the correspondence, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) confirmed that the correspondence was filed with the Commission on March 30, 2006.  Further, correspondence filed on March 22, 2006, was found.

5. By the correspondence filed March 22, 2006, Fresh Track seeks to amend the application, stating: “Fresh Tracks does not want to operate as a taxi service and would like to amend their authority part (II) to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage in a call-and-demand limousine service and as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire between all points in the Counties of Chaffee, Clear Creek, Eagle, Elbert, Gilpin, Grand, Gunnison, Jackson, Larimer, Park, Pitkin, Routt, Summit, and Teller, State of Colorado.”

6. By the correspondence filed March 30, 2006, Fresh Track seeks to further amend the application, stating:  “Fresh Tracks does not want to operate as a taxi service and would like to amend their authority part (II) to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage in a call-and-demand limousine service and as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire between all points in the Counties Summit and Eagle.”

7. Movants next point to the Notice of Applications Filed was issued to the public by the Commission on April 17, 2006.  Notice is given of an application filed by Fresh Tracks as follows:

For an order of the Commission authorizing an extension of operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55753 to include the transportation of 
passengers and their baggage, 
in call-and demand limousine service, 
(1)
between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points in the Counties of Chaffee and Eagle, State of Colorado, on the other hand. 
RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as follows: 

(A)
against providing transportation service that originates at the Eagle County Airport. 
8. Movants cite appropriate confusion as to Fresh Track’s intent as to the scope of this proceeding and whether this application is intended to be superseded by the application in Docket No. 06A-224CP-Extension.  

9. By Decision No. R06-0516-I, the scheduled hearing in this matter was vacated and a timeline was set for submitting dates to reset the hearing.

10. Rather than resetting a hearing, Movants request that a prehearing conference be held to address the scope of the application and whether the application was intended to be dismissed by the filing in Docket No. 06A-224CP-Extension.  June 7, 2006 is presented as a date available to the parties for scheduling a prehearing conference.

11. Movants submit that a prehearing conference is the most efficient and economical means to proceed.  Movants also request a waiver of response time because no party can be prejudiced by the scheduling of a prehearing conference.  

12. Good cause having been shown for the Motion of AEX, Inc., d/b/a Alpine Express, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. to Set a Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time, it will be granted.

13. A maximum of five telephone lines may be used by the parties (first come, first served) to participate in the prehearing conference by telephone.  To arrange to do so, a party must notify the ALJ no later than close of business on June 5, 2006.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Response time to the Motion of AEX, Inc., d/b/a Alpine Express, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. To Set a Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time is waived.

2. The Motion of AEX, Inc., d/b/a Alpine Express, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc., and Home James Transportation Services, Ltd. To Set a Pre-Hearing Conference and Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.

3. The ordering provision in Decision No. R06-0516-I directing Vail Valley Transportation, Inc. and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc. to make a filing regarding a new hearing date is vacated.
