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I. statement  

1. By Decision No. C05-1239, the Commission opened this docket to examine the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  By Decision No. C06-0018, the Commission directed that certain issues related to designation of Eligible Telecommunications Carriers be addressed in this proceeding.  Also, inter alia, that Order established a procedural schedule and requirements.  See also Decision No. R06-0051-I (additional requirements).  

2. The third workshop in this proceeding is scheduled for June 5 through 7, 2006, and the subject of this workshop is models.  Review of the comments and reply comments reveals that this workshop is likely to take only one day.  In addition, the ALJ is informed that the participants also are of the opinion that the workshop will take one day.  Accordingly, the third workshop will be shortened to one day, which will be Tuesday, June 6, 2006.  The other two scheduled dates will be vacated.  

3. To make the workshop as productive as possible, each participant which uses a particular model or which advocates the use of a particular model (or version of a model) is requested:  

To bring the model, if available, to the workshop.  

To have available at the workshop a person who can explain and is prepared to explain, at a relatively high level, what the model will do, what inputs are necessary, and what the model is intended to do or to produce.  

To produce the model's supporting documentation, if available.  

If there is to be a power point presentation, to provide paper copies of the presentation for the participants.  

4. If a participant plans to make a presentation regarding a model and needs audio-visual equipment to display or to discuss the model, that participant is requested to contact, no later than close of business on June 2, 2006, Ms. Ellie Friedman of Staff (telephone:  303.894.2886 or ellie.friedman@dora.state.co.us) to make arrangements for the required equipment.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The third workshop will be held on June 6, 2006.  

2. The workshop dates of June 5 and 7, 2006, are vacated.  

3. Participants which use a particular model or which advocate the use of a particular model (or version of a model) shall meet the requirements set out above.  

This Order is effective immediately.
