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I. STATEMENT
1. The captioned application was filed with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission) on March 17, 2006, and was published in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on April 3, 2006.

2. Timely interventions were filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab), Connex North Holding Company, Inc., doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) on May 1, 2006 and by Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West) on April 12, 2006.

3. On May 11, 2006, the Commission issued its Order Setting Hearing and Notice of Hearing setting the matter for hearing on June 15, 2006 in Denver, Colorado.

4. On May 23, 2006, Yellow Cab and SuperShuttle (collectively Movants) filed their Motion to Shorten Response Time to the simultaneously filed Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss Application.  

5. By Decision No. R06-0618-I, response time to Movants’ motion was shortened such that any party desiring to file a response to the Motion in Limine and Motion to Dismiss application should do so on or before June 1, 2006. 

6. On May 24, 2006, Golden West filed its Motion to Dismiss and Alternative Motion in Limine; Motion for Shortened Response Time and Motion for Attorney’s Fees.

7. On May 31, 2006, Applicant, JC Shuttle Service, LLC (JC Shuttle), filed a request that the application be voluntarily withdrawn.  The letter infers that the applicant wishes to withdraw the application and consult legal counsel before proceeding further.  A new application may be filed after consultation with counsel.

8. In light of the fact that all intervenors to the docket have pending motions seeking relief including dismissal of the application, response time to Applicant’s request for dismissal will be waived.

9. Good grounds having been shown, Applicant’s request for dismissal will be granted and the hearing of this matter will be vacated.  The relief afforded by this Order renders all pending motions moot, except perhaps the Motion for Attorney’s Fees filed by Golden West.

10. While it appears that JC Shuttle has substantially filed to comply with requirements imposed by the Commission’s procedural rules, Applicant filed the application on a pro se basis.  The Commission has a general policy of providing some latitude to pro se litigants.   A brief review of the Commission’s files indicates that this is the first application filed by Applicant.  Further, based upon the motion to withdraw, Applicant is mitigating any harm to intervenors and is seeking legal advice before proceeding further before the Commission.  Applicant is perhaps intimidated by the legal process, but it does not appear to be knowingly abusing its status as a pro se party for the purpose of frustrating Great West’s ability to adequately prepare for hearing.  Therefore, the Motion for Attorney’s Fees filed by Golden West will be denied.  

11. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER
A. The Commission Orders That:  
1. Response time to the to the request of JC Shuttle Service, LLC to withdraw its application is waived.  

2. The request of JC Shuttle Service, LLC to withdraw the application filed herein is granted.

3. The captioned proceeding, being an application of JC Shuttle Service LLC, is dismissed.

4. The hearing of this matter, currently scheduled for June 15, 2006, in Denver, Colorado, is vacated.

5. Docket No. 06A-161CP is closed.

6. Colorado Cab Company, LLC’s, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, and Connex North Holding Company, Inc.’s, doing business as Boulder SuperShuttle and/or Boulder Airporter and/or Boulder Airport Shuttle and/or Boulder Express Shuttle and SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.’s Motions in Limine and to Dismiss Application is denied as moot.

7. The Motion to Dismiss, and Alternate Motion in Limine filed by Great West Commuter, LLC is denied as moot. 

8. The Motion for Attorney’s Fees by Great West Commuter, LLC is denied.

9. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

10. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

11. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
