I. STATEMENT

1. The above-captioned application was filed with the Commission on April 13, 2006 by Jillian Hollen & Peter Griff, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation (Fresh Tracks).  That Application commenced this docket.  

2. The Notice of Applications Filed was issued to the public by the Commission on April 17, 2006.  The Commission gave public notice of the Application in a Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  See Notice dated April 17, 2005.  The Notice, inter alia, established a 30-day intervention period.  

3. On May 24, 2006, Rainbows Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI, filed its intervention of right.

4. On June 1, 2006, Fresh Tracks sent a letter to the Commission to “make a motion to have this intervention dismissed due to its untimely filing.”  

5. This request will be considered as a motion filed pursuant to Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1.  No certificate of mailing was attached to the request.  Therefore, the ALJ can not determine whether parties received the request or the date upon which a response is due pursuant to Rule 1400, 4 CCR
723-1.

6. By Decision R06-0632-I, a prehearing conference is set in this docket for June 7, 2006 at 1:30 p.m.  In order to avoid confusion for all parties, and to have the motion ripe for consideration at the prehearing conference, the Administrative Law Judge will sua sponte establish the response deadline to be 1:30 p.m. on June 7, 2006.  A copy of the motion is also attached hereto as Appendix A in order to ensure service upon all parties.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any desired response to the motion of Jillian Hollen & Peter Griff, doing business as Fresh Tracks Transportation to have the intervention of Rainbow, Inc., doing business as 453-TAXI, dismissed due to its untimely filing shall be filed on or before June 7, 2006 at 1:30 p.m.
