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I. statement

1. This is a civil penalty assessment proceeding brought by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) against the Respondents, S & D/D & S Hauling, G.P. and Stanley Lamb & Doyle Radel, Individually (S&D).

2. Staff and S&D are the only parties to this docket.   

3. On June 16, 2006, counsel for Staff contacted the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) to present an oral unopposed motion to vacate the hearing set in this matter.  Staff counsel represented the parties reached a comprehensive settlement in principle, that time is needed to reduce the settlement to writing, and that S&D does not oppose vacating the hearing.  Based thereupon, Staff requested that the scheduled hearing in this matter be vacated and that the parties be allowed time to reduce the settlement to writing. 

4. Due to the short time until the scheduled commencement of hearing and the unopposed relief sought, the ALJ finds it appropriate to waive response time to the request.  

5. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, the hearing scheduled for June 22 and 23, 2006, will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  The remainder of the procedural schedule will also be vacated.  

6. The parties shall reduce the settlement to writing and file a motion regarding the same on or before July 19, 2006.  In the event the settlement in principle fails, either party may request that a prehearing conference be scheduled.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the unopposed oral motion of the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) to vacate the scheduled hearing is waived and the request is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for June 22 and 23, 2006 is vacated.

3. The Subpoena to Testify issued to Deputy Megan Taylor, Garfield County Sheriff’s Office is quashed.  Counsel for Staff shall notify Deputy Taylor that the subpoena is quashed and that her appearance is not required.

4. The parties shall reduce the settlement to writing and file the same, along with a motion for approval, on or before July 19, 2006.

This Order shall be effective immediately.
