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I. statement  

1. On March 24, 2006, the Park Creek Metropolitan District (Park Creek) and the City and County of Denver (Denver) (collectively, Applicants) filed a verified Application seeking authorization to construct a new at-grade highway-railroad crossing in Denver, including appropriate warning devices (Application).  The filing commenced this proceeding.  On March 31, 2006, Applicants filed an Amended Joint Application.

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application, established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  Notice of Applications Filed dated March 28, 2006.  

3. Union Pacific Railroad Company (UPRR) timely intervened of right and opposes the Application.  Applicant and UPRR are the only parties in this proceeding.
  

4. By Decision No. C06-0502, the Commission deemed the Application complete; set this matter for hearing on July 11 and 12, 2006; and set June 22, 2006 as the date by which UPRR is to file its answer testimony and exhibits.  By Decision No. R06-0583-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) affirmed the procedural schedule and hearing dates and ordered additional service and procedural requirements.  

5. On May 25, 2006, Park Creek filed a Motion for Administrative Law Judge to Inspect and View Relevant Sites (Motion).  In that filing, Park Creek requests that the ALJ visit the sites relevant to this proceeding because Park Creek believes such a site inspection "will assist the ALJ in her understanding of many of the facts and issues in the docket."  Motion at 1.  Park Creek suggests several approaches which might be adopted in the event of a site inspection.  

6. Pursuant to Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations  723-1-1400, response to the Motion was due no later than June 8, 2006.  Review of the Commission file in this matter reveals that, as of the date of this Order, no response to the Motion has been filed.  Thus, the Motion is unopposed.  

7. The Motion will be denied.  The ALJ prefers to obtain her understanding of the facts and of the issues from the parties' filings and on-the-record presentations.  In this way, her understanding and, in the event exceptions are taken to the recommended decision, that of the Commission will rest on the same foundation.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Administrative Law Judge to Inspect and View Relevant Sites is denied.  

2. This Order is effective immediately.
