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I. statement  

1. On April 6, 2006, Midtown Express, Inc. (Applicant), filed a verified Application for an Extension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9819 (Application).  The Application commenced this proceeding.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application, established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  Notice of Applications Filed dated April 17, 2006.  

3. Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab (Yellow Cab), intervened.  Yellow Cab opposes the Application.  

4. MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc., and/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi), intervened.  Metro Taxi opposes the Application.  

5. The intervention period has expired, and no other persons intervened or petitioned for leave to intervene.  The parties in this matter are Applicant, Yellow Cab, and Metro Taxi.  

6. On June 12, 2006, Yellow Cab filed a Motion for Leave to Withdraw Intervention [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].
  In that filing Yellow Cab states that the Application seeks authority to extend operations under Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9819 to provide transportation services for LogistiCare; that Yellow Cab intervened because of an apparent overlap between the authority requested and Yellow Cab's existing tariffs under which it provides transportation services on behalf of LogistiCare; and that Mr. Steven M. Feist, Operations Director for LogistiCare, has submitted a new letter in support of the Application, which letter clarifies the nature of the transportation which LogistiCare seeks to obtain from Applicant.
  In light of this and other developments, Yellow Cab seeks to withdraw its intervention because the concerns which led to the intervention have been addressed.  Yellow Cab represents that Applicant does not oppose the granting of this Motion.  

7. The Motion states good cause.  Granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted.  The intervention filed by Yellow Cab will be dismissed.  

8. To assure that the letter dated May 17, 2006 from Mr. Feist is considered in this proceeding, the Administrative Law Judge will order that letter (appended to this Order as Attachment A) to be filed in this docket.  

9. By the Request, Yellow Cab also seeks waiver of response time to the Motion.  In view of the nature of the Motion and in view of Applicant's not opposing the Motion, no party will be prejudiced if the Request is granted.  The Request will be granted.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Motion for Leave to Withdraw Intervention filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, is granted.  

2. The intervention of Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, is dismissed.  

3. The letter from Mr. Steven M. Feist, dated May 17, 2006 (appended to this Order as Attachment A), is filed in this docket.  

4. The Request for Waiver of Response Time is granted.  

5. Response time to the Motion for Leave to Withdraw Intervention filed by Colorado Cab Company, LLC, doing business as Denver Yellow Cab, is waived.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
