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I. statement
1. On May 2, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application for an Order Granting to Public Service Company of Colorado a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings (Application).  With the Application, Public Service filed its direct testimony and exhibits.  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. On May 4, 2006, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  In that Notice, the Commission established an intervention period.  The Notice also established a procedural schedule.  Decision No. R06-0717-I vacated the procedural schedule.  

3. On June 12, 2006, Staff of the Commission (Staff) filed its intervention of right and request for hearing in this proceeding.  The intervention period has expired.  The only parties in this matter are Applicant and Staff.  

4. The Commission deemed the Application complete as of June 20, 2006.  Minute Entry dated June 14, 2006.  In that same Minute Entry, the Commission referred this proceeding for hearing before an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  

5. It is necessary to schedule a hearing and to establish a procedural schedule.  To do so, Public Service was ordered to file a proposed procedural schedule and proposed hearing date, all of which dates are acceptable to Staff.  Decision No. R06-0717-I.  

6. On June 30, 2006, Public Service filed the following proposed procedural schedule, to which Staff agreed:  (a) on or before August 28, 2006, Staff will file its answer testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 18, 2006, Applicant will file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 21, 2006, each party will file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before September 21, 2006, each party will file its prehearing motions;
 (e) on or before September 28, 2006, the parties will file any stipulation reached; (f) hearing dates of October 2 through 4, 2006; and (g) on or before October 23, 2006, each party will file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

7. To meet the procedural schedule which the parties propose, it is necessary to extend, by an additional 90 days as permitted by § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., the time for issuance of a Commission decision in this matter.  With this extension of time, the proposed procedural schedule permits a Commission decision in this matter within the time frame established by § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. (i.e., on or before January 16, 2007).  The proposed schedule and hearing dates will be adopted.  

8. When a party files corrected testimony and exhibits, that party will be ordered to provide (at the time the corrections are filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.  When a party files a prehearing motion, that party will be ordered to provide (at the time the motion is filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.
  When a stipulation is filed, the filing party will be ordered to provide (at the time the stipulation is filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with these requirements will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. No prehearing conference will be scheduled at this time.  If a party is of the opinion that a prehearing conference is necessary, the party may file an appropriate motion.  

10. The discovery-related procedures and time frames of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 will govern this proceeding.  In addition, these will be the cut-off dates with respect to promulgation of discovery:  (a) September 18, 2006 for discovery addressed to answer testimony; and (b) September 28, 2006 for discovery addressed to rebuttal testimony.  

11. The parties and their witnesses must provide the decision number when referring to a Commission decision.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Pursuant to § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S., the time for Commission decision in this matter is extended an additional 90 days, to and including January 16, 2007.  

2. The procedural schedule proposed by Public Service Company of Colorado in its filing dated June 30, 2006 is adopted.  

3. Hearing in this matter is scheduled for the following dates, beginning at the following times, at the following location:

4. The following procedural schedule is adopted:  (a) on or before August 28, 2006, Staff of the Commission shall file its answer testimony and exhibits; (b) on or before September 18, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado shall file its rebuttal testimony and exhibits; (c) on or before September 21, 2006, each party shall file its corrected testimony and exhibits; (d) on or before September 21, 2006, each party shall file its prehearing motions; (e) on or before September 28, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached; and (f) on or before October 23, 2006, each party shall file its post-hearing statement of position, to which no response will be permitted.  

5. When a party files corrected testimony and exhibits, that party shall provide (at the time the corrections are filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

6. When a party files a prehearing motion, that party shall provide (at the time the motion is filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

7. If a written response to a prehearing motion is filed, the filing party shall provide (at the time the response is filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

8. When a stipulation is filed, the filing party shall provide (at the time the stipulation is filed with the Commission) a copy directly to the ALJ.  Compliance with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. The procedures and time frames of Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405 govern discovery in this proceeding.  The cut-off dates with respect to promulgation of discovery are:  (a) September 18, 2006 for discovery addressed to answer testimony and exhibits; and (b) September 28, 2006 for discovery addressed to rebuttal testimony and exhibits.  

10. The parties shall make the filings and shall follow the procedures as set out above.  

11. This Order is effective immediately.
