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I. statement

1. On April 24, 2006, Aquila Networks - WPC (Aquila) filed Advice Letter No. 602 and requested that the tariffs accompanying the same become effective on 30 days' statutory notice; i.e., on May 25, 2006.  However, on May 24, 2006, the Colorado Public Utilities Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs associated with this advice letter and assigned the matter to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge.  See, Decision No. C06-0613.

2. Timely interventions have been filed in this matter by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC ) and the Staff of the Commission (Staff).

3. A pre-hearing conference was held on July 10, 2006.  See, Decision No. R06-0741-I.  Appearances were entered on behalf of Aquila, Staff, and the OCC by their respective legal counsel.

4. At the pre-hearing conference the parties presented an agreed procedural schedule and procedures that will be approved by the Order that follows.

2. Aquila Networks - WPC shall file its direct testimony and exhibits, in question and answer form, on or before July 25, 2006.

3. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel and the Staff of the Public Utilities Commission shall file their answer testimony and exhibits, in question and answer form, on or before September 8, 2006.

4. Aquila Networks - WPC shall file any desired rebuttal testimony and exhibits, in question and answer form, on or before September 29, 2006.

5. All pretrial motions, stipulations, and corrections to pre-filed written testimony and exhibits shall be filed on or before October 3, 2006.

6. Discovery shall be governed by Rule 1405 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1405, with the following modifications:  parties shall serve discovery responses relating to discovery propounded in connection with direct and answer testimony within ten days of a request regardless of the number of discovery requests propounded; parties shall serve discovery responses relating to discovery propounded in connection with rebuttal testimony within seven days of a request regardless of the number of discovery requests propounded, all discovery requests and responses thereto shall be served by electronic mail or overnight delivery, and all discovery requests served after 12:00 noon CDT on a Friday shall be deemed served the following Monday.

7. The parties shall file any desired Post-Hearing Statements of Position on or before October 25, 2006.
