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I. statement

1. On May 15, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application with the Commission seeking approval of a power purchase agreement between Public Service and the Denver Water Board.  By minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting held June 22, 2006, the Commission deemed the application complete as of July 3, 2006, and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission. 

2. On June 16, 2006, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission filed its intervention of right and request for hearing.

3. By Decision No. R06-0754-I, the ALJ scheduled a prehearing conference in this matter.  At the assigned time and place, the ALJ conducted the prehearing conference.  All parties participated in the conference and appeared through counsel. 

4. During the hearing, the parties jointly proposed a procedural schedule for this proceeding that is acceptable to both parties.  In support of the proposed schedule, addressed below, Applicant Public Service explicitly stated its desire to waive the time limits for decision, as set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

5. Section 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S., requires that the Commission issue its decision on this application within 120 days after the application is deemed complete.  However, § 40-6-109.5(3), C.R.S., states that an applicant may waive the time limits for a Commission decision.

6. In connection with the waiver of the applicable statutory requirement, Public Service respectfully requests that all reasonable efforts be made to expedite the Commission’s decision in this matter.  To provide further assistance in this regard, Public Service agreed to provide a daily transcript of the hearing in this proceeding.  Public Service will be responsible for making the necessary arrangements with the Commission's court reporters.  The ALJ is mindful of Public Service’s request and will attempt to expedite issuance of a recommended decision.

7. Based upon Public Service’s scheduling accommodation, the proposed schedule is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted below.  In addition, the parties requested that other agreed upon matters be incorporated in the order governing procedure in this docket.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. Public Service Company of Colorado’s (Public Service) waiver of the time limits for decision set forth in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S. is hereby acknowledged.
