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I. statement  
1. By Decision No. R06-0406-I, a procedural schedule was adopted to govern this proceeding.

2. On July 5, 2006, Qwest Corporation’s (Qwest) Unopposed Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time was filed.  Qwest requests specific modifications to the procedural schedule so that parties may incorporate timely responses to pending discovery into prefiled testimony. 

3. Qwest indicates that the relief sought is unopposed by Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff); the Office of Consumer Counsel; Cbeyond Communications, LLC; Covad Communications Company; Eschelon Telecom of Colorado, Inc.; and XO Communications Services, Inc.
