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I. statement

1. On April 21, 2006, Atmos Energy Corporation (Atmos) filed an application requesting an order from the Commission issuing a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide natural gas public utility services in designated areas within Weld County. 

2. By Decision No. C06-0655, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing. 

3. The ALJ informally contacted the parties to inquire whether they could develop a mutually satisfactory procedural schedule.  In response, counsel for Atmos reported that Atmos and Public Service Company of Colorado jointly propose a procedural schedule to govern this matter.

4. The jointly proposed procedural schedule and hearing date for this proceeding is acceptable to the ALJ and will be adopted below.  In addition, the parties requested that other agreed upon matters be incorporated in the order governing procedure in this docket.
