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I. STATEMENT

1. On June 23, 2006, Michael A. and Angela M. Williams (Complainants) fax filed a Motion to change the location of the hearing set for July 25, 2006 from Denver to Montrose.  A hard copy of the Motion was received by the Commission on June 26, 2006.

2. After a period of 14 days elapsed from the filing of the Motion, the time period allowed for a responsive pleading by the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, and no response having been received by the undersigned Administrative Law Judge (ALJ), the Motion was granted in Interim Order No. R06-0809-I, mailed on July 10, 2006.

3. After the Interim Order was mailed, due apparently to an administrative error within the Commission, the undersigned ALJ received a Response from Dallas Creek Water Co. (Respondent) objecting to the motion of Complainants to change the hearing to Montrose on July 25, 2006.

4. The Response was clearly timely since it was fax-filed on June 23, 2006, with a hard copy entered as filed on Jun 26, 2006.  Therefore the Response will be considered.

5. Respondent objects to setting the hearing in Montrose on July 25, 2006. Respondent states that it and its Attorney will be required to travel to Montrose on July 25, 2006 for hearing of the instant case, and to Denver on another case set for July 26, 2006.  Respondent has made travel arrangements for the two days of hearing in Denver.  In addition, Respondent states that if the hearing in the instant case is moved to Montrose on July 25, 2006, Respondent will incur additional legal costs since its attorneys will have to travel to Montrose and Denver, rather than just Denver for the two hearings.

6. Respondent’s Response has merit.  Therefore, the hearing currently set for hearing in Montrose on July 25, 2006 will be vacated, and the hearing will be reset for Montrose on September 14, 2006.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing set for July 25, 2006 in Montrose, Colorado is vacated.
