I. statement

1. On August 8, 2005, Dallas Creek Water Company, Inc. (Dallas Creek), filed an Application, pursuant to Rule 55 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1, in which they seek a Commission order issuing a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity and approving a request for authorization to use the Company Specific Customized Option of Simplified Regulatory Treatment (Application).  The Application commenced Docket No. 05A-333W.  

2. On August 9, 2005, the Commission gave public notice of the Application.  See Notice of Application Filed (Notice).  In that Notice, the Commission established a 30-day intervention period and a procedural schedule in this proceeding.  

3. On September 14, 2005, by minute entry at the Commission’s Weekly Meeting, the Commission determined that the Application would be automatically deemed complete by rule on September 23, 2005.  On September 20, 2005, the Commission referred this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ).

4. On September 15, 2005, Commission Staff (Staff) filed its intervention of right and request for hearing.  Staff and Dallas Creek are the only parties in Docket No. 05A-333W.  

5. On May 24, 2006, Dallas Creek and Staff filed their Motion to Approve Settlement Agreement and Request for Public Hearing.

6. In accordance with Decision No. R06-0727-I, a public hearing was held to provide interested persons with an opportunity to comment on the proposed settlement.  In addition to providing oral comments at the public hearing, the public was invited to submit written comments to the Commission.  By the same decision, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled on the pending motion to approve the settlement.  

7. On July 19, 2006, Peter Hamilton Ward, as an attorney for, and trustee of, a trust owning property in the LogHill Village, filed an “Objection to Proposed Settlement Agreement.”  A copy of the filing is attached hereto as Attachment A.

8. Neither Mr. Ward nor his client are a party to the docket. No request to intervene as a party has been filed in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

9. In order to avoid any confusion as to the treatment of the filing, the ALJ construes the filing as a public comment regarding the proposed settlement, rather than a pleading in the docket.  Should Mr. Ward have intended otherwise, he may request reconsideration of this order or make a further request in accordance with the Rules of Practice and Procedure.

10. As with all other public comments, each signatory party should come to the evidentiary hearing prepared to provide testimony as to the issues raised in Mr. Ward’s comments. 

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Objection to Proposed Settlement Agreement filed by Peter Hamilton Ward on July 19, 2006, will be construed as a public comment regarding the proposed settlement.

2. This Order is effective immediately.
