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I. statement

1. On April 28, 2006, Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc, doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Lessor), filed an application for approval to lease Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 to Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Shuttle (Lessee).  The term of the lease is for three years. 

2. On May 15, 2006, the Commission issued notice of the application.

3. SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. (SuperShuttle) and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi) intervened in the case.

4. The Commission set a hearing of this matter for August 4, 2006.

5. On June 19, 2006, SuperShuttle filed a motion to withdraw its intervention.

6. On June 28, 2006, Metro Taxi filed a motion to withdraw its intervention.

7. The motions of the SuperShuttle and Metro Taxi will be granted.

8. This matter is now uncontested, and therefore under the provisions of § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1403, the matter may be determined without a formal hearing.

9. Based on the application and attachments, it is found that the Certificates that are proposed to be leased are valid, that Applicants have engaged in bona fide operations and have not allowed the authorities to become dormant.  It is further found that Lessee is financially fit to operate the authorities, has sufficient equipment to conduct operations, and intends to operate the authorities.   It is in the public interest to approve the lease.

10. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motions of SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc. and MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino to withdraw their interventions is granted.

2. The Application of Schafer-Schonewill & Associates Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and or Wolf Express Shuttle, to lease Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity, PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 to Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Shuttle is granted.

3. Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Shuttle is granted authority to assume operational control of Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity, PUC Nos. 50790, 52940, 55363, and 55519 under the terms of the lease agreement executed by the Lessor and Lessee.

4. Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle shall operate the Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity in accordance with all applicable Commission rules and regulations.

5. Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle, shall not assume operational control until it has:  (a) caused proof of insurance to be filed with the Commission; (b) paid to the Commission the applicable vehicle identification fee for each vehicle to be operated under authority granted by the Commission; (c) filed an adoption notice that adopts as its own the currently effective tariffs and time schedules of Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express &/or Wolf Express Shuttle; and (d) received notice in writing from the Commission that it is in compliance and may begin service.

6. Meylo, LLC, doing business as Big Sky Airport Shuttle shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Decision, comply with the requirements of this Order. For good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance if the request is filed within the 30 days.

7. The hearing scheduled for August 4, 2006 is vacated.

8. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

9. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

10. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
