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I. STATEMENT

1. On July 13, 2006, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Staff) filed a motion to vacate the hearing currently set for August 1, 2006, and to reset the hearing.

2. Staff states that its witness, Mr. Tony Munoz is unavailable for hearing on August 1, 2006 since he will be out of town on Commission business.  Counsel for Staff will also be out of town until August 1, 2006.

3. Since the hearing is fast approaching, it is necessary to act on the motion before the expiration of the normal response time in order to give sufficient notice to the parties of a ruling on the motion.  Therefore, response time to the motion is waived.

4. Notice is taken that Sleek & Unique Luxury Limousine, Inc. (Respondent) is a corporation.  The records of the Commission indicate that an attorney has not entered an appearance on behalf of the Respondent.  The Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (CCR) 723-1-1201(a) requires that an attorney in good standing before the Colorado Supreme Court represent corporate entities in proceedings before the Commission.  There are some exceptions stated in 4 CCR 723-1-1201 (b).  Applicant is advised to review the provisions of Rule 4 CCR 723-1-1201.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission to vacate and reset the hearing date is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled for August 1, 2006 is vacated.
