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I. statement  
1. On July 18, 2006, the Joint CLECs’ Motion to Schedule Hearing on Motion to Compel Qwest to Answer Data Request No. 47, Suspension of Procedural Schedule and for Waiver of Response Time was filed by Covad Communications Company; Eschelon Telecom of Oregon, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; and XO Communications Services, Inc. (Joint CLECs).

2. On July 24, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed its Motion to Compel Qwest Corporation’s Responses to Data Requests of the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; Motion for Suspension of Procedural Schedule; Motion to Schedule Hearing; Request for Waiver of or Shortened Response time to Motions; and Request for Expedited ruling on Motions to Compel and Suspension of Procedural Schedule.

3. By separate decisions mailed on this date, the procedural schedule in this docket has been suspended and responses to discovery have been compelled.  Thus, requests to set a hearing on the Joint CLECs’ motion to compel discovery are moot.

4. The OCC requests a waiver or shortened response time to the motions filed based upon a comparison of the relief sought by the Joint CLECs.  The OCC contends that it is reasonable to conclude that Qwest Corporation (Qwest) will make the same factual and legal arguments in opposition to the OCC’s Data Requests seeking information and data for years 2004 and 2005.

5. Particularly in light of the suspension of the procedural schedule, Qwest should be allowed a full opportunity to respond to the OCC’s requested relief and to consider the decisions mailed on this date.  

6. The remaining relief sought by the OCC will be addressed by separate order.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. The Joint CLECs’ Motion to Schedule Hearing on Motion to Compel Qwest to Answer Data Request No. 47 filed by Covad Communications Company; Eschelon Telecom of Oregon, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; and XO Communications Services, Inc. (Joint CLECs) is denied as moot.

2. The Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel’s (OCC) Request for Waiver of or Shortened Response time to Motions is denied as to all motions except to suspend the procedural schedule and for expedited ruling, consistent with the foregoing discussion.

3. Response time to the OCC’s Request for Expedited ruling on the OCC’s Motion to Compel is waived.

4. The OCC’s Request for Expedited ruling on the OCC’s Motion to Compel is denied, consistent with the foregoing discussion.

5. The OCC’s Request for Expedited ruling on the Joint CLECs’ Motion to Schedule Hearing on Motion to Compel Qwest to Answer Data Request No. 47 is denied as moot.

6. This Order is effective immediately.
