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I. statement  
1. On July 10, 2006, the Joint CLECs’ Motion to Compel Qwest to Answer Data Request No. 47 was filed by Covad Communications Company; Eschelon Telecom of Oregon, Inc.; McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc.; and XO Communications Services, Inc. (Joint CLECs).

2. On July 17, 2006, Qwest Corporation’s Response in Opposition to the Joint CLECs’ Motion to Compel was filed.

3. By Decision No. R06-0889-I, dated July 31, 2006, the Joint CLEC’s Motion to Compel was granted.

4. On July 31, 2006, the Joint CLECs’ Motion for Leave to File Additional Authority was filed.  The Joint CLECs request leave to file additional authority in support of the motion filed on July 10, 2006.  

5. The July 10, 2006 motion having been granted, the request to file additional authority in support of the motion is moot and will be denied accordingly.

6. The motion being moot, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:
