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I. statement  

1. On May 22, 2006, Aquila, Inc., doing business as Aquila Networks-PNG (Aquila), filed Advice Letter No. 516.  Accompanying that filing were proposed tariffs with an effective date of July 1, 2006.  

2. By Decision No. C06-0782, the Commission suspended that the proposed tariffs for investigation and hearing and assigned this matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  In that Order the Commission gave public notice of the filing, established an intervention period, and established a procedural schedule.  The Commission encouraged the ALJ "to expedite this matter as much as is practicable."  Id. at ¶ 6.  

3. On July 12, 2006, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right; contested the filing; and requested a hearing in this matter.  

4. On July 19, 2006, Acme Brick Company (Acme) timely filed a Petition for Leave.  Response is not yet due.  The ALJ will reserve ruling on the petition at this time.  

5. The intervention period has expired, and no other persons intervened or petitioned for leave to intervene.  If the petition is granted, the parties in this matter are Aquila, Acme, and Staff; if not, the parties are Aquila and Staff.  

6. In Decision No. C06-0782, the Commission set the hearing in this matter for October 27, 2006.  Pursuant to the procedural schedule established in that Order:  (a) Aquila is to file its direct testimony and copies of its exhibits on or before August 8, 2006; (b) each intervenor is to file its answer testimony and copies of its exhibits on or before September 12, 2006; and (c) the parties are to file, on or before October 9, 2006, any prehearing motions.
  

7. Parties are advised that no witness will be permitted to testify, except in rebuttal, unless that witness has filed and served testimony in accordance with the procedural schedule.  Parties are advised further that no exhibit will be received in evidence, except in rebuttal, unless that exhibit has been filed and served in accordance with the procedural schedule.  

8. By this Order, the ALJ will add the following filing requirement:  the parties will be ordered to file, on or before noon on October 24, 2006, any stipulation reached in this proceeding.  The party filing the stipulation will be ordered to provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the ALJ.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. Parties are advised that failure to abide by the procedural schedule established in Decision No. C06-0782 and by the requirements of this Order may result in dismissal of the proceeding or the intervention or may result in other appropriate sanction.  

10. All parties are advised further that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723 Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. In addition to the procedural schedule established in Decision No. C06-0782 (and set out above), the following requirement is adopted:  on or before noon on October 24, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached in this matter; and the party making the filing shall provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the Administrative Law Judge.  Complying with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

2. The parties shall comply with the requirements established in this Order and shall make the filings as required by the procedural schedule established by the Commission and by this Order.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
