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I. STATEMENT

1. This docket concerns the complaint by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (McLeodUSA) against Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed on March 15, 2006.  

2. On August 8, 2006, McLeodUSA and Qwest (collectively Parties) filed their Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule (Joint Motion).  By this motion, the Parties seek to vacate the procedural schedule because it is difficult to prepare for hearing without knowing the outcome of pending discovery motions.  Vacating the procedural schedule will allow the Parties to appropriately prepare for hearing after the discovery motions have been resolved.

3. On July 18, 2006, McLeodUSA filed its Unopposed Motion for Shortened Response Time and to Modify Procedural Schedule.  The motion requested unopposed modifications to the procedural schedule in the docket.

4. The Joint Motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

5. Good cause having been shown for he unopposed Joint Motion, the procedural schedule will be vacated. 

6. With the vacating of the procedural schedule, the relief requested in the motion filed on July 18, 2006 becomes moot and will be denied accordingly.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule filed by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. against Qwest Corporation is waived.  

2. The Joint Motion to Vacate Procedural Schedule is granted.  

3. The Unopposed Motion for Shortened Response Time and to Modify Procedural Schedule is denied as moot.

4. The hearing set for August 16 and 17, 2006 in Denver, Colorado is vacated.

This Order is effective immediately.
