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I. STATEMENT
1. On August 3, 2006, the Unopposed Motion of Seminole Energy Services, LLC (Seminole or Company) for Authorization for All Interested Parties to File Cross-Answer Testimony was filed.  Seminole requests that all interested parties be authorized to file cross-answer testimony, allowing an opportunity to address proposed tariff changes in Answer Testimony that were not proposed by the Company with Advice Letter No. 665-Gas.

2. Public Service Company of Colorado, Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, and the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel do not oppose the relief requested by Seminole.  Atmos Energy Corp. and Climax Molybdenum Company support the relief requested by Seminole.

3. The motion being unopposed, it is appropriate that response time be waived.

4. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed request, all interested parties will be authorized to file cross-answer testimony.

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. Response time to the Unopposed Motion of Seminole Energy Services, LLC for Authorization for All Interested Parties to File Cross-Answer Testimony is waived.

2. The Unopposed Motion of Seminole Energy Services, LLC for Authorization for All Interested Parties to File Cross-Answer Testimony is granted.

3. All interested parties are authorized to file cross-answer testimony on or before August 17, 2006.
