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I. statement  

1. By Decision No. C05-1239, the Commission opened this docket to examine the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism.  By Decision No. C06-0018, the Commission directed that certain issues related to designation of Eligible Telecommunications Carriers be addressed in this proceeding.  Also, inter alia, that order established a procedural schedule and requirements.  See also Decision No. R06-0051-I (additional requirements).  

2. The next workshop is scheduled for August 22, 2006, and the subject of this workshop is distribution.  Decision No. R06-0855-I.  

3. On August 9, 2006, Verizon Wireless (VAW) LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless (Verizon Wireless), filed a Motion to Change Date for Workshop # 5 (VW Motion).  In that filing, Verizon Wireless asks that, due to scheduling conflicts which have arisen, the fifth workshop will be rescheduled to September 22, 2006.  Verizon Wireless represents that, as of the date of filing of the VW Motion, no active participant in this proceeding has voiced opposition to rescheduling the workshop to September 22, 2006.  

4. The VW Motion states good cause.  As no participant has stated an objection, granting the VW Motion will not prejudice any participant.  The VW Motion will be granted; the August 22, 2006 workshop date will be vacated; and the fifth workshop will be held for September 22, 2006.  

5. On August 1, 2006, the Colorado Telecommunications Association (CTA) filed a Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule (CTA Motion).  In that filing, CTA asks that, if the request to change the date for the fifth workshop is granted, then changes be made to the procedural schedule governing filings to be made in advance of that workshop.  In its filing, CTA presents proposed filing dates.  CTA represents that the active participants in this proceeding do not object to granting its request for changed filing dates and do not object to the proposed filing dates.  

6. In light of the change in the date for the fifth workshop, the CTA Motion states good cause.  As no participant objects to the CTA Motion or to the proposed dates, granting the CTA Motion will not prejudice any participant.  The CTA Motion will be granted; the procedural schedule will be modified; and the dates for filings made in advance of the fifth workshop will be the following:  (a) initial comments addressing workshop number five issues will be filed on or before August 15, 2006; and (b) response comments addressing the initial comments will be filed on or before August 29, 2006.  

7. As no active participant has stated an objection to the relief sought in the VW Motion and as no active participant objects to the granting of the CTA Motion, response time to both motions is waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion to Change Date for Workshop # 5 filed by Verizon Wireless (VAW) LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless, is granted.  

2. The workshop date of August 22, 2006 is vacated.  

3. The fifth workshop will be held on September 22, 2006.  

4. The Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association is granted.  

5. The procedural schedule in this proceeding is modified.  The dates for filings made in advance of the fifth workshop are as follows:  (a) initial comments addressing workshop number five issues shall be filed on or before August 15, 2006; and (b) response comments addressing the initial comments shall be filed on or before August 29, 2006.  

6. Response time to the Motion to Change Date for Workshop # 5 filed by Verizon Wireless (VAW) LLC, doing business as Verizon Wireless, is waived.  

7. Response time to the Motion to Amend Procedural Schedule filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association is waived.  

8. This Order is effective immediately.
