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I. statement
1. By Decision No. C06-0025, the Commission established a prudence review proceeding for Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or PSCo) for the natural gas purchases made by Public Service in the period July 1, 2004 through June 30, 2005.  That decision made Staff of the Commission (Staff) a party in this matter.
  

2. On February 7, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) filed an intervention of right.  

3. The parties in this docket are Public Service, Staff, and OCC.  

4. The Commission scheduled the hearing in this matter for August 18, 2006.  The Commission referred this proceeding to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for hearing.  

5. By Decision No. R06-0214-I, the ALJ vacated the hearing scheduled for August 18, 2006; scheduled a hearing in this matter for August 31, 2006; and established a procedural schedule in this case.  

6. On August 9, 2006, Public Service filed an Unopposed Motion for an Order Vacating Hearing, Approving Actual Gas Costs and Closing Docket (Motion) and Request for Waiver of Response Time (Request).
  This Order will address only that portion of the Motion which seeks to have the hearing date vacated.
  

7. In the Motion, PSCo states that neither Staff nor OCC filed answer testimony in this proceeding and, consequently, that there are no contested issues in this case.  PSCo states, as pertinent here, "that each party supports this Motion to vacate the hearing[.]"  Motion at ¶ 17.  

8. The ALJ finds that the Motion states good cause for vacating the hearing in this matter.  In addition, given that all parties agree, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The hearing scheduled for August 31, 2006 will be vacated.  In addition, in view of the pending Motion for an Order Approving Actual Gas Costs and Closing Docket, the remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R06-0214-I will be vacated.  

9. As the Motion is unopposed, no party will be prejudiced by granting the Request that response time be waived.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Unopposed Motion for an Order Vacating Hearing filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  

2. The hearing scheduled for August 31, 2006 is vacated.  

3. The remainder of the procedural schedule established in Decision No. R06-0214-I is vacated.  

4. The Unopposed Motion for an Order Approving Actual Gas Costs and Closing Docket filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is taken under advisement.  

5. The Request for Waiver of Response Time to the Unopposed Motion for an Order Vacating Hearing filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is granted.  

6. Response Time to the Unopposed Motion for an Order Vacating Hearing filed by Public Service Company of Colorado is waived.  

7. This Order is effective immediately.
