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I. Statement

1. Case No. 08343-Insurance was instituted against Lift Ticket Limo, LLC by Complaint and Notice of Suspension and Hearing issued by the Commission Director and served upon the Respondents on July 10, 2006.  The case was called for hearing on August 14, 2006, at 8:45 a.m., in Commission Hearing Room “B,” Office Level 2 (OL2), Logan Tower, 1580 Logan Street, Denver, Colorado, before Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) G. Harris Adams.

2. Ms. Raenette Rodriguez, Administrative Assistant III, appeared through counsel and testified on behalf of the Staff of the Commission.  

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the ALJ transmits to the Commission the record of this proceeding, this recommended decision containing findings of fact and conclusions thereon, and a recommended order.

II. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

4. This case was originally called on July 24, 2006.  At that time, Mr. David Carrel, formerly doing business as Lift Ticket Limo appeared pro se and testified on his own behalf as predecessor in interest to Lift Ticket Limo, LLC.  As the former owner of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) PUC No. 55715, Mr. Carrel sought to regain control and operation of CPCN No. 55715.  

5. By Decision No. R06-0864, Mr. Carrel was provided an opportunity to review and pursue alternatives available to him and the certificate of Lift Ticket Limo LLC (Case No. 08343-Insurance) remained under summary suspension pursuant to the Commission’s Notice of Suspension.  The hearing noticed for July 24, 2006 was continued to August 14, 2006.

6. At the assigned time and place, Case No. 08343-Insurance was called to order.  Neither the Respondent nor Mr. Carrel appeared.

7. The Commission instituted a separate case against Lift Ticket Limo, LLC by Complaint and Notice of Suspension and Hearing issued by the Commission Director and served upon the Respondents on July 24, 2006.  That case, Case No. 08382-Insurance, proceeded to hearing on August 14, 2006.  By separate decision, Case No. 08382-Insurance resulted in the revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55715 due to the carrier’s failure to keep a currently effective Certificate of Insurance on file with the Commission.  

8. The revocation of CPCN PUC No. 55715 renders Case No. 08343-Insurance moot.  Accordingly, Case No. 08343-Insurance will be dismissed.

III. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Case No. 08343-Insurance (Lift Ticket Limo, LLC) is dismissed.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

4. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
