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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 31, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 1459-Electric seeking to put into effect certain amendments to its Interruptible Service Option Credit tariffs.  

2. By Decision No. C06-0748, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed by Public Service and referred the matter to an administrative law judge (ALJ).  Decision No. C06-0748 also established a deadline for the submission of interventions.

On July 28, 2006, the Petition to Intervene of CF&I Steel, L.P., was filed.  CF&I Steel, L.P., doing business as Rocky Mountain Steel Mills (RMSM) requests intervention pursuant to Rule 1401 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  As grounds for the petition, RMSM states that Public Service’s proposed tariff may have a direct and substantial effect on RMSM operations and cost of electricity.  RMSM receives electric service from Public Service at its facilities and is Public Service’s largest retail electric customer.  RMSM has been an Interruptible Service Option Credit customer since the tariff was adopted. 

No response to the petition was filed.  

Based upon the representations of RMSM, a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding has been demonstrated.  For good cause shown and no objection having been timely filed, the petition to intervene will be granted.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene of CF&I Steel, L.P., is granted. 

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
