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I. statement  
1. On February 28, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed Advice Letter No. 665-Gas.  By Commission Decision No. C06-0301, the Commission suspended the effective date of the tariffs filed with Advice Letter No. 665-Gas, established May 1, 2006 as the deadline for the filing of motions to intervene, and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) for the Commission.

2. Interventions were filed by Atmos Energy Corporation; Seminole Energy Services, LLC; Climax Molybdenum Company; the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel; and Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission.

3. On August 28, 2006, counsel for all parties informally contacted the undersigned ALJ to request that the hearing set to commence in this docket be vacated.  The parties represent that ongoing settlement discussions have made sufficient progress such that the parties prefer, and believe it more beneficial, that the hearing be deferred.  Counsel for Public Service presented the oral unopposed request to vacate the hearing set in this matter.

4. In light of the close proximity to the commencement of the scheduled hearing, and the unopposed relief sought, the ALJ finds it appropriate to waive response time to the request.  

5. Good cause appearing for the unopposed request, the hearing scheduled for August 29 and 30, 2006, will be vacated for all issues and matters in this docket.  

6. Public Service will file a motion requesting any further relief no later than August 30, 2006.  In preparing such request, Public Service should be mindful of the maximum suspension period allowable by statute.  

7. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before September 8, 2006.  In the event settlement efforts fail, any party may request that a prehearing conference be scheduled.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Response time to the unopposed oral motion of Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) to vacate the scheduled hearing is waived and the request is granted.

2. The hearing scheduled in this matter for August 29 and 30, 2006 is vacated.

3. Public Service shall file its motion requesting any further procedural relief on or before August 30, 2006.

4. The parties shall reduce the terms of any settlement to writing and file a motion for approval regarding the same on or before September 8, 2006.  

This Order is effective immediately.
