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I. statement
1. On May 2, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service or Applicant) filed a Verified Application for an Order Granting to Public Service Company of Colorado a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity with Specific Findings (Application).  The filing commenced this docket.  

2. The Commission gave public notice of the Application.  Staff of the Commission (Staff) intervened.  The only parties in this matter are Applicant and Staff.  

3. By Decision No. R06-0801-I, the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) established the hearing dates and procedural schedule for this proceeding.  Pursuant to that procedural schedule, Staff was to file its answer testimony on or before August 28, 2006.  

4. On August 29, 2006, Staff filed a Motion for Leave to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits One Day Late [Motion] and Request for Waiver of Response Time [Request].
  In that filing Staff explained that it was unable to file the testimony and exhibits due to administrative difficulties.  In addition, Staff stated that the testimony and exhibits were served electronically on Public Service by close of business on August 28, 2006 (the due date).  Finally, Staff represents that Applicant does not object to the late filing.  

5. The Motion states good cause.  As no party objects and as the parties received the testimony and exhibits by the due date, granting the Motion will not prejudice any party.  The Motion will be granted.  The procedural schedule will be modified to permit Staff to file its answer testimony and exhibits on or before close of business on August 29, 2006.  

6. Except as modified by this Order, the procedural schedule and the procedures established in Decision No. R06-0801-I will remain in effect and applicable.  

7. As no party objects to the granting of the Motion, the Request will be granted.  Response time to the Motion will be waived.  

II. ORDER  
A. It Is Ordered That:  
1. The Motion for Leave to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits One Day Late, filed by Staff of the Commission, is granted.  

2. The procedural schedule is modified to permit Staff of the Commission to file its answer testimony and exhibits on or before close of business on August 29, 2006.  

3. The Request for Waiver of Response Time, filed by Staff of the Commission, is granted.  

4. Response time to the Motion for Leave to File Answer Testimony and Exhibits One Day Late is waived.  

5. Except as modified by this Order, the parties shall make the filings and shall follow the procedures as set out in Decision No. R06-0801-I.  

6. This Order is effective immediately.
