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I. STATEMENT

1. On May 15, 2006, Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service) filed an application with the Commission seeking approval of a power purchase agreement between Public Service and the Denver Water Board.  By minute entry during the Commission’s weekly meeting held June 22, 2006, the Commission deemed the application complete and referred the matter to an Administrative Law Judge for the Commission. 

On July 14, 2006, the Motion to Intervene by the City and County of Denver Acting by and through its Board of Water Commissioners (the Water Board) Pursuant to Rule 1401(b) was filed.  The Water Board requests intervention pursuant to Rule 1401 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  As grounds for the motion, the Water Board states that it is a party to the power purchase agreement that is the subject of this docket and is therefore an interested party in this docket. 

2. The Water Board requests that it be granted late intervention because it did not anticipate Commission Staff’s (Staff) contest of the application.  In light of Staff’s intervention, the Water Board desires to appear and represent its interest in the application.

No response to the motion was filed.  The Water Board represents that Public Service supports the relief requested.

Good cause has been shown for the unopposed request for late intervention.  Based upon the representations of the Water Board, a substantial interest in the subject matter of this proceeding has been demonstrated.  

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Intervene by the City and County of Denver Acting by and through its Board of Water Commissioners (the Water Board) is granted. The Water Board shall take the docket as it finds it and shall be bound by all decisions previously entered in this docket.  

2. Parties shall revise their service lists in accordance with the Motion to Intervene by the City and County of Denver Acting by and through its Board of Water Commissioners filed July 14, 2006.  

This Order shall be effective immediately.
