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I. statement

1. The captioned proceeding was commenced on April 14, 2006, when Public Service Company of Colorado (Public Service), filed Advice Letter Nos. 1454-Electric and 671-Gas and accompanying tariff sheets with the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (Commission).

2. In order to calculate the amount of revenue a utility should be allowed the opportunity to receive from its customers, sophisticated computer modeling programs that have been developed.  These models are called Revenue Requirement models.  Public Service, the Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC), and Trial Staff of the Commission (Trial Staff) have included Revenue Requirements models along with calculations of the impact on the average customer as part of their respective cases.

3. A technical conference on the Revenue Requirement models filed in this case will be held on October 16, 2006, at 9:00 a.m.

4. The purpose of the technical conference is to provide Commission Advisory Staff an opportunity to ask questions of knowledgeable representatives of each party sponsoring a Revenue Requirements model concerning:  1) the correct sequence of linked files to open in order to run its model; 2) how to correctly input other parties’ proposed adjustments into their model; and 3) how the model results are incorporated into their average customer impact calculations.

5. At the technical conference, representatives of Public Service, OCC, and of Trial Staff will be expected to demonstrate the following adjustments within their own respective model:

a) How would the proposed changes in depreciation expenses and associated accumulated deferred income taxes, as advocated by the Staff and OCC, be incorporated into the Public Service model?

b) How would the amortizations of regulatory liabilities, as advocated by the OCC in Exhibit DEP-1, Schedule 3, Page 6, be incorporated into the Public Service and Staff models?

c) How would interest on long-term debt be included in the calculation of cash working capital, as advocated by the OCC, be incorporated into both the Public Service and Staff models?

d) How would the change in the FERC jurisdictional allocator, as advocated by the OCC, be incorporated into both the Public Service and Staff models.

6. Representatives presenting the demonstrations should be able to describe orally each individual step required to make the adjustments discussed above.  Parties will be allowed to observe, but only Commission Advisory Staff will be allowed to ask questions during the technical conference.  Other possible adjustments may be discussed at the technical conference following the Advisory Staff’s review of Cross-Answer and Rebuttal testimonies which are scheduled to be filed on September 29, 2006.

7. A computer screen projector (an In-Focus brand) will be provided at the technical conference.  Each presenting party will bring, and use during its presentation, its own laptop computer loaded with the most recently filed version of its revenue requirements model.

8. If a party wishes to bring a modified version of its Revenue Requirements model in response to the requirements of this order, they should bring a fully executable copy to file with the Commission in this docket.  This fully executable copy should be clearly labeled to indicate that it was created for the technical conference on October 16, 2006.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. A technical conference on the Revenue Requirement models filed in this case will be held on October 16, 2006, at 9:00 a.m.
