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I. statement  

1. On June 29, 2006, Delta County Tele-Comm, Inc. (Delta or Company) filed Advice Letter No. 123.  Proposed tariffs accompanied that Advice Letter.  

2. By Decision No. C06-0966, the Commission suspended the proposed tariffs for investigation and hearing.  This Order commenced this proceeding.  By the same Order, the Commission established an intervention period, a procedural schedule, and a hearing date.  

3. On August 23, 2006, Staff of the Commission (Staff) timely intervened of right and requested a hearing in this matter.  

4. On September 6, 2006, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (OCC) timely intervened of right and requested a hearing in this matter.  

5. The intervention period has expired, and no other person has intervened or petitioned for leave to intervene.  The parties in this matter are Delta, Staff, and OCC.  

6. The Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) has reviewed the procedural schedule established by the Commission and restates that procedural schedule here.  The Company is to file its direct testimony and all its exhibits on or before October 6, 2006; and each intervenor is to file its answer testimony and all its exhibits on or before November 15, 2006.
  In addition,  

prehearing motions, of whatever nature, shall be filed on or before [November 15, 2006], and, except for good cause shown, no prehearing motion filed later will be considered.  

Decision No. C06-0966 at ¶ 6.  The hearing is scheduled for December 4, 2006.  

7. Parties are reminded that the prefiled testimony and exhibits constitute their cases in their entirety.  The Parties are further reminded that,  

[e]xcept upon timely motion and for good cause shown, no other, different or additional exhibits, witnesses, or scope of witnesses' testimonies will be permitted to be offered by Delta in support of its direct case[] ... [or] by Intervenors ... in support of  

their cases.  Id. at ¶¶ 4-5.  

8. By this Order, the ALJ will add the following requirements:  (a) the parties will be ordered to file, on or before noon on November 29, 2006, any stipulation reached in this proceeding; and (b) the party making the filing will be ordered to provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the ALJ.  This requirement will not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

9. Parties are advised that failure to abide by the procedural schedule adopted in Decision No. C06-0966 and by the requirements of this Order may result in appropriate sanction.  

10. All parties are advised further that this proceeding is governed by the Rules of Practice and Procedure found at 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723 Part 1.  The ALJ expects the parties to comply with these rules.  The rules are available on the Commission’s website (www.dora.state.co.us/puc) and in hard copy from the Commission.  

II. ORDER  

A. It Is Ordered That:  

1. In addition to the procedural schedule established in Decision No. C06-0966, the following requirements are adopted:  (a) on or before noon on November 29, 2006, the parties shall file any stipulation reached in this matter; and (b) the party making the filing shall provide a copy of the stipulation directly to the Administrative Law Judge.  Complying with this requirement shall not reduce the number of copies to be filed with the Commission.  

2. The parties shall comply with the requirements established in Decision No. C06-0966 and with the requirements established in this Order and shall make the filings as required by the procedural schedule established by the Commission and by this Order.  

3. This Order is effective immediately.
