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I. statement
1. The above-captioned application was filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC (Golden West) on June 23, 2006.  The Application commenced this docket.  

2. By Notice and Order dated August 21, 2006, the Commission set the referenced matter for three days of hearing commencing October 18, 2006.

3. On September 6, 2006, Golden West filed Applicant’s CORRECTED Motion to Continue, Vacate and Reschedule,[sic] Hearing Request[sic] for Shortened Response Time (the Motion).  Golden West requests that the hearing in this docket be rescheduled to due conflicts with the dates set by the Commission.  Counsel offers to clear available hearing dates with the parties, provides unavailable dates, and offers available dates for hearing.

4. By Decision No. R06-1084-I, it was clarified that the Motion would be considered as a motion filed in accordance with Rule 1400 of the Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1 and the request to shorten response time was denied.  

5. On September 12, 2006, Intervenor SuperShuttle International Denver, Inc.’s (SuperShuttle) Response to Applicant’s Corrected Motion to Continue, Vacate and Reschedule Hearing was filed. SuperShuttle concurs in the request to reschedule the hearing and confirms availability for the available dates proposed by Applicant.  Finally, considering the anticipated length of testimony, SuperShuttle requests that the hearing be rescheduled for all five available days proposed by Applicant

6. On September 13, 2006, Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express and/or Wolf Express Shuttle (Wolf Express), filed its Response to Applicant’s Corrected Motion to Continue, Vacate and Reschedule Hearing and Request for Shortened Response Time.  Wolf Express does not oppose rescheduling the hearing.  While Counsel is available during the dates proposed by Applicant, Wolf Express is not.  Therefore, Wolf Express provides unavailable dates and offers to consult with the parties for a mutually available date for hearing.

7. Good cause having been shown for the unopposed motion to vacate the hearing scheduled in this docket, it will be granted.  

8. Based upon the current pleadings, available dates for all parties cannot be determined from the pending motion and responses.  The parties shall confer with each other and the undersigned Administrative Law Judge as to schedule availability for five days of hearing.  If the parties agree to proposed hearing dates that are available for the ALJ, a pleading shall be filed reflecting such on or before October 10, 2006.  If consensus cannot be reached, all parties shall file their respective schedule availability on the same date for five days of hearing to be scheduled between January 1, 2007 and February 28, 2007.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant’s CORRECTED Motion to Continue, Vacate and Reschedule,[sic] Hearing Request[sic] for Shortened Response Time filed September 6, 2006, is granted. 

2. The hearing schedule in this docket for October 18, 19, and 20, 2006 is vacated. 

3. On or before October 10, 2006, a party shall make a filing with a proposed hearing date acceptable to all parties.
  If the parties are not able to agree to a new hearing date, each party shall file (on or before the same date) their respective schedule availability for five days of hearing to be scheduled between January 1, 2007 and February 28, 2007.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
