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I. statement

1. On August 22, 2006, the hearing of this matter commenced as scheduled.  Appearances were entered by Olawale Akinde and Sikiru Fadeyi (pro se) for E&E Services, LLC, (Applicant) and Susan T. Easley, Esq. for intervenor, MKBS, LLC, doing business as Metro Taxi, Inc. &/or Taxi Latino (Metro Taxi).

2. As a preliminary matter Metro Taxi moved to dismiss the application since Applicant failed to file its witness and exhibit list and failed to respond to discovery.

3. The motion to dismiss was denied since Applicant’s representatives were appearing pro se.  The representatives were advised that Commission Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-1201 requires that Applicant, a limited liability company, is required to have an attorney, with some exceptions, to represent the company before the Commission.  The matter was continued to give Applicant an opportunity to seek representation.

4. A pending motion to restrictively amend the application was addressed.  In a pleading filed on June 22, 2006, entitled “Contingent Withdrawal” Applicant stipulated to restrict its application by deleting Larimer County from its area of service.  Intervenor Shamrock Taxi of Fort Collins, Inc., doing business as Shamrock Shuttle, Inc stated that it withdraws its intervention if the Commission accepts the restrictive amendment.  The restrictive amendment is found to be acceptable.

II. ORDER

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The restrictive amendment to delete Larimer County filed by E&E Services, LLC on June 22, 2006 is accepted.
